     1.  CALL TO ORDER –  Chairman Guibert called the meeting to order at 7:13 p.m.

2.  APPROVE AGENDA 
A motion was made by Commissioner Franco and seconded by Commissioner 
Gularte to approve the agenda. The motion passed unanimously. 
 
3. PUBLIC COMMENT   
No public comments were received.  

 
4. INFORMAL PROJECT REVIEW 
No projects were reviewed. 
 
5. CONSENT AGENDA 
A.  Approve Affidavit of Posting Agenda 
B.  Approve Minutes of June 12, 2012 Meeting 
A motion was made by Commissioner Franco and seconded by Commissioner 
Garratt to approve all items on the consent agenda. The motion passed unanimously.  
 
 
6.  ACTION ITEMS 
A.  Public Hearing: Design Review – Major Project at 35 Franklin Street, 
Applicant: Jim West 
City Manager Grimsley presented a staff report and reported that the Historic 
Resources Board recommended approval with conditions. Chairman Guibert opened 
the public hearing. No comments were received. Chairman Guibert closed the public 
hearing.  
 
A motion was made by Commissioner Franco and seconded by Commissioner 
Garrett to approve a design review permit for 35 Franklin Street. The motion passed 
unanimously. 
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B. Public Hearing Continued from July 3, 2012: D’Ambrosio Vista Planned Unit 
Development 

Chairman Guibert opened the item by reporting that, although she lives within 300 
feet of the project, she does not need to recuse herself because she does not stand to 
benefit financially from the project. Additionally, Chairman Guibert reported she sent 
out invites to neighbors to attend this meeting. 
 
City Manager Grimsley presented a staff report. A question and answer period 
followed. Gloria Ballard of Morgan Hill Engineering discussed changes made to the 
original plan, taking into consideration comments made at the last public hearing.  
Chairman Guibert opened the public hearing: Steve Woodill (SJB, Resident) was 
concerned with the amount of traffic that would cut through the Creekbridge 
subdivision. Benny and Janie Archibeque (SJB, Resident) were concerned with the 
impact the project would have on the Creekbridge community. Doug Brothers (SJB, 
Resident) was concerned with the project’s residents parking on Donner Street and 
their use of the Donner pond. Richard Ponce (SJB, Resident) was concerned with the 
lack of open space within the project. Aida Pisano (SJB, Resident) wanted clarification 
on the minimum number of residents allowed in an R-2 subdivision and wanted 
access to the project’s traffic survey. Francisco Ojeda (SJB, Resident) stated the 
intersection at First and Ahwahnee warrants a stop sign, particularly with the advent 
of this subdivision, and was concerned with whether the City’s water system could 
support this project. Steve Io (Resident, SJB) was concerned with the project’s 
density a concerned, and suggested permit parking on Donner. Valeri Egland (SJB, 
Resident) was concerned with the height of the homes. Mike Urbani (Resident, SJB) 
was concerned with the project having adequate storm drains for the runoff. Marti 
Barton (Resident, SJB) was concerned with removal of trees, the odor from the waste 
water treatment plant, and traffic around the preschool during peak hours. Chairman 
Guibert closed the public hearing. 
 
Project Engineer Allen Andrade responded to the public’s concerns regarding the 
project’s traffic study, ingress and egress, recycled water for landscape and tying into 
the City’s water system, the homeowners association, parking (additional 3.5 parking 
spaces available/unit), and storm runoff/drainage. City Manager Grimsley responded 
to concerns stating that the project’s homeowners association would hire security that 
would police the   parking, speed bumps would be installed on Donner and Church 
Streets, R-2 specifies 6-10 units/acre depending upon the topography, options to 
widening Third Street, the capacity of the City’s water system (adequate to support 
the project), septage haulers will cease delivery effective August 15.  
 
Commissioner Franco explained the R-2 designation and affordable housing. City 
manager Grimsley comment that the state supports higher density to allow people to 
become homeowners. Commissioner Gularte stated she would like the San Juan Fire 
Chief’s opinion of the layout. 
 
A motion was made by Commissioner Gularte and seconded by Commissioner 
Franco to continue the public hearing to the September meeting. The motion passed 
unanimously. 
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C. Consider Rescheduling November 6, 2012 Meeting to November 13, 2012 

(Conflict with General Election) 
A motion was made by Commissioner Franco and seconded by Commissioner 
Gularte to reschedule the November 6, 2012 Meeting to November 13, 2012. The 
motion passed unanimously.
